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Entry fees: 





In Bulletin 1, helpers were listed under B with an obligatory fee of 250 euro.  This was an error as under FAI rules a helper may be a team manager, pilot or supporter.  Option B refers to team manager or any other national team official nominated by their aeromodelling body.





Fees for participants are as follows:





Obligatory 360 euro (SwFr 550, IEP 283) per competitor.  This covers participation in World Championships, access to flight line, entry to opening ceremony and reception, souvenirs and gifts.  It also includes additional judge fee as allowed by the FAI.





Obligatory 250 euro (SwFr 382, IEP 197) per team manager, assistant team manager, official trainer.  This covers participation in World Championships, access to flight line, entry to opening ceremony and reception, souvenirs and gifts.





70 euro (SwFr 107, IEP 55) per supporter.  This covers participation in World Championships, entry to opening ceremony and reception, souvenirs and gifts.





Helper: A helper must be either a Team Manager/trainer/assistant or another competitor or an officially registered supporter.  Each pilot is permitted one helper during the flight. Two helpers may be present during the starting of the motor(s). The second helper may place the model for take-off and retrieve the model following the landing."





There is no extra fee for a helper other than that paid under A, B or C above.�


Model Aircraft Fuel:





Morgan Fuels, Enterprise, Alabama have offered to supply free fuel from their range to competitors and an order form for fuel will be included with Bulletin 2 in January 2001.





Driving Licences:





Ireland accepts driving licences issued by the governments of foreign countries.  Car hire firms require the driving licence to be held for a minimum of two years.
