Radio Control Aerobatics

August 24 - Sept 2, 2001

Bulletin 1

Participation: Every FAI affiliated National Aero Club (National Airsport Control Organisation) may enter a team consisting of one team manager, one team manager’s assistant/trainer, three pilots and helpers, as allowed by the 2001 FAAI Code Sportif, Section 4.  The individual World Champion from the 1999 F3A World Championships, Mr Christophe Paysant Le Roux, is also entitled to participate.  Each country’s supporters are also invited to attend.

Organisers: As approved by the FAI, the Model Aeronautics Council of Ireland will be the host for the F3A World Championships.  The local sponsoring club is the Cork Model Aero Club.  Contest directors and officials will be announced in Bulletin 2 following ratification by the CIAM bureau meeting in December 2000.

Site Location: The F3A World Championships will be held on the grounds of Cork Racecourse, Mallow, Co Cork on two grass flightlines.  It is located 30 km North of Cork city (which is Ireland’s second largest city) on route N72 just off route N20.  The site location will also be the headquarters and all activities and ceremonies will take place there.

Practice sites: will be available in five locations in the Cork area as well as at the contest site itself during the week preceding the competition.  Longer term practice sites may be arranged with other modelling clubs in Ireland on arrangement with the organising committee.  Detailed maps will be made available to all participants.

Competition Rules: According to the 2001 FAI Sporting Code, Section 4, as well as all applicable amendments.

FAI Specification Certificates:  Each competitor must present a correctly completed FAI Specification Certificate for each model entered in accordance with FAI Code Sportif.  Theses certificates must be certified and stamped by the National Aero Club (National Airsport Control Organisation).  Models presented for registration which are not properly processed with FAI certificates and stickers, shall be processed by the organisers at a cost of 10 Euro each.

Official Language: English.

Awards: Per section B12 of the Sporting Code.  Other awards will be presented by the Model Aeronautics Council of Ireland and the organising committee.

Accommodation:

Note that there is no headquarters hotel as the headquarters will be based at the contest site.

Option 1: Hotel located approximately 15 km (15 minutes) from World Championships site and 45 km (40 minutes) from Cork city.  Occupancy is double room for two persons.  Single occupancy will cost the same as for two persons.

Option 2: Hotel with bar/restaurant in outskirts of Cork city on main road from World Championships site and located 30 km (25 minutes) from site and 5 km (10 minutes) from Cork city centre.  Occupancy is double room for two persons. Single occupancy will cost the same as for two persons.

Option 3: Self-catering Apartment Holiday Village with full leisure centre including 25m indoor heated swimming pool and gymnasium, with café for breakfast and meals.  Located in Cork city approx 37 km (35 minutes) from World Championships site.  Occupancy is apartments for either 3, 4 or 8 persons.

Additional hotels in the categories above will be available as required.

Entry fees: 

A. Obligatory 360 euro (SwFr 566, IEP 283) per competitor.  This covers participation in World Championships, access to flight line, entry to opening ceremony and reception, souvenirs and gifts.  It also includes additional judge fee as allowed by the FAI.

B. Obligatory 250 euro (SwFr 393, IEP 197) per team manager, assistant team manager, official trainer, helper or mechanic.  This covers participation in World Championships, access to flight line, entry to opening ceremony and reception, souvenirs and gifts.

C. 70 euro (SwFr 110, IEP 55) per supporter.  This covers participation in World Championships, entry to opening ceremony and reception, souvenirs and gifts.

D. Accommodation Option 1 – 750 euro (SwFr 1180, IEP 590) per Double occupant (or per person for a single room) for nine days accommodation including breakfast each morning.  Check-in Friday August 24, check-out Sunday September 2.

E. Accommodation Option 2 – 630 euro (SwFr 990, IEP 495) per Double occupant (or per person for a single room) for nine days accommodation including breakfast each morning.  Check-in Friday August 24, check-out Sunday September 2.

F. Accommodation Option 3A – 1170 euro (SwFr 1840, IEP 920) per apartment for up to 8 persons for nine days accommodation without any meals.  Check-in Friday August 24, check-out Sunday September 2.

G. Accommodation Option 3B – 800 euro (SwFr 1260, IEP 630) per apartment for up to 4 persons for nine days accommodation without any meals.  Check-in Friday August 24, check-out Sunday September 2.

H. Accommodation Option 3C – 800 euro (SwFr 1260, IEP 630) per apartment for up to 3 persons for nine days accommodation without any meals.  Check-in Friday August 24, check-out Sunday September 2.

I. Banquet Option – 55 euro (SwFr 86, IEP 43) per person covers the awards banquet and closing ceremony.

Additional days available pro-rata on request in all accommodation options. 

Meals will be available at the site during the day and Cork has a large number of restaurants. Prices are typically 3 to 5 punts for breakfast, 4 to 7 punts for lunch and 8 to 15 punts for main meal in the evening.

Departure of participants

Frequencies: Only transmitters on frequencies legal in Ireland may be operated in Ireland.  These are 35.010 - 35.250 MHz (channels 61 to 85 on the 35 MHz band) and 34.4MHz, 

34.7MHz, 35.3MHz and 35.6MHz.  The organising committee will try and arrange loans of Futaba and JR modules and receivers for competitors who apply in advance.

Officials/Judges/Jury: All officials including contest directors, judges and jury will be announced in Bulletin 2 following ratification by the CIAM bureau meeting in December 2000.

Coming to Cork and Mallow by car:

From Britain:
By car ferry Fishguard to Rosslare then N25 West to Cork, N20 North to Mallow and N72 West to site.

By car ferry Liverpool/Hollyhead to Dublin then N7/N8 South to Cork, N20 North to Mallow and N72 West to site.

By car ferry Swansea to Cork then N20 North to Mallow and N72 West to site.

From Europe:
By car ferry LeHarve/Cherbourg to Rosslare then N25 West to Cork, N20 North to Mallow and N72 West to site.

By car ferry LeHarve/Roscoff to Cork then N20 North to Mallow and N72 West to site.

Coming to Cork and Mallow by air:

Cork airport:
For flights originating in the UK, France, Netherlands.

N20 North to Mallow and N72 West to site.

Shannon airport:
For flights originating in USA (New York, Atlanta, Boston, Chicago, Los Angeles), UK, Belgium, France, Netherlands

N19/N18 East to Limerick, N20 South to Mallow and continuing to Cork, (N72 West from Mallow to site).

Dublin Airport:
For flights originating in USA, Canada, UK, most of Europe.

N1 South to Dublin or N50 South around Dublin then N7/N8 South to Cork, N20 North to Mallow and N72 West to site.

Vehicle Rental: Car and van rental is available from all the international companies as well as from some local operators.  Further information will be given in Bulletin 2.

Insurance:  For EU citizens health care is covered under Social Health Care on presentation of an EU111 form available in your country of residence.  For non EU citizens or anyone seeking private health care, then medical insurance is recommended.

The organisers have arranged insurance cover for all pilots for model accidents involving injury to others and damage to property.  The organisers are not responsible for any other injury, loss, theft or damage to persons or property.  Personal and travel insurance purchased before arrival in Ireland is recommended.

Holiday/Activities: 

Ireland is a very popular holiday destination.  It is noted for its scenic beauty, unspoilt countryside and friendliness and caters for families as well as individuals.  Accommodation is easily found and at all price levels.  Cork is Ireland’s second largest city with a population of 200,000.

Blarney village is 10 km from Cork and is known for its medieval castle and the famous Blarney Stone.

Killarney and the Ring of Kerry are well known for their scenic beauty and are an hour from Cork.

Bunratty Castle near Shannon is another medieval castle which operates medieval banquets daily using the original stone dining hall and is approx 2 hours from Cork.

Beaches and swimming are plentiful all along the southern coastline of Ireland.

Golf, fishing, hill walking, horse riding, swimming are all available nearby for supporters and competitors during their non flying time.

Preliminary Entry Form: Each National Aero Club (National Airsport Control Organisation) planning on sending a team to the World Championships, is requested to fill out the included Preliminary Entry Form and return it to the correspondence address below to arrive no later than January 10, 2001.

Return of the preliminary entry form is for information and planning purposes only and does not constitute an official entry by an NAC nor does it commit a country to enter a team or send participants.  

However only countries which return the preliminary entry form by Jan 10 will be sent Bulletin 2 and the official entry form.

Official Entry Form: This will be included with Bulletin 2 and must be returned, together with fees, no later than March 31, 2001.  Late entries received after March 31 will be subject to a surcharge of 10%.

Accommodation requests or changes after March 31, 2001 will only be accepted subject to availability and to fees charged by the hotels.
